
"if My people who are called by My name 
will humble themselves, and pray and seek 
My face, and turn from their wicked ways, 
then I will hear from heaven, and will for-
give their sin and heal their land.” 2Chr 
7:14 
  
As we begin another year our hearts should 
be filled with gratitude – God has been 
good to us. 2007 had been a difficult year 
for many, but the grace and mercy of God 
have prevailed and multiple blessings were 
poured out. He is a faithful God! Let’s 
praise Him with a grateful heart! 
 
Nevertheless, there is trouble on the hori-
zon, dear one… something that cannot be 
ignored. The Lord is calling us to          
repentance!  In this hour when an entire 
generation has grown complacent about the 
things of God, a revelation of the fear of 
God will be given. Open your eyes; this is 
now in progress.  Shakings, disciplines and 
judgments are already coming upon the 
earth. We are bringing them upon ourselves 
because we have disobeyed the ways of 
God.  
 
This call to repentance is not a new thing! 
God has been warning His Church for 
nearly 3 decades. I can remember standing 
at a “Washington for Jesus” rally in 1979 or 
1980 where hundreds of thousands from 
around the nation gathered to hear speaker 
after speaker quote II Chronicles 7:14. I 
don’t think I can count the number of times 
I have heard it since then.  And although 
there have been some serious efforts made 
to call us to repentance over the years it 
appears that our sins have only multiplied. 
God is serious about this and has been   
allowing many troubles in our personal and 
corporate lives to help get our attention. 
 

Can you see what is happening: 9/11, Katrina, 
the severe drought now occurring in the south-
eastern United States? These are all wake up 
calls to a people who have grown complacent, 
materialistic and sinful. I am  talking about the 
Church, you know… for judgment begins in 
the house of the Lord. God is calling us to 
repentance! I am writing this particularly to 
those readers in the USA but no doubt, this 
applies to peoples around the globe. 
 
Before you stop reading let me say this, I am 
not a negative, doomsday preacher. I love to 
speak of God’s mercy and grace because I 
need it myself. Those who know me would 
say I have a “mercy” gift, but this is a very 
serious time… and time is running out. God is 
calling us to repentance. If we do not repent 
there will be grievous consequences. 
 
 I would sometimes find it necessary to     
discipline my own kids by spanking them. Of 
course, this hurt them and they would cry; 
sometimes I would cry too. After administer-
ing this punishment I would not push them 
away, but hold them close to comfort and  
assure them of my love… while affirming that 
they must not do this thing again. I think we 
saw this type of judgment/mercy during    
Hurricane Katrina. In the midst of unimagin-
able judgment, the Lord was reaching out 
through His Church with compassionate 
works of mercy. He brought judgment and 
then immediately demonstrated compassion-
ate mercy. 
 
For whatever reason, many pastors and lead-
ers do not warn of the consequences of sin… 
and shy away from speaking of the fear of the 
Lord. I think we have made a BIG mistake 
only teaching and preaching about God’s love 
and mercy and grace - society is now reaping 
the fruit of this error. (Remember, throughout 
history it is the Church who declined first and 
then society followed.)

Please tell of God’s love and mercy but 
also warn the people and call them to 
repentance. How tragic to say “peace 
and prosperity” when God is saying 
“REPENT!”  
 
It is foolish to think that God does not 
bring judgments. If you believe like this, 
you are deceived. Let me say it again. 
The Word of God is full of His warnings 
and judgments… sometimes they are 
intensely severe. Does this mean that 
God is not LOVE? Of course not! A 
loving father disciplines, even scourges 
his favored sons. The Lord’s discipline 
is usually painful, but it is also          
motivated by love. His intention is al-
ways and only to correct and set one’s 
feet on the right path… that we may 
know and love the Lord and fulfill our 
destiny. Make no mistake about it; God 
calls us to repentance, He warns us, and 
if we don’t repent at some point He  
follows through with discipline… some-
times it is very severe. Why should we 
suffer the consequences of sin when a 
merciful God is so willing to forgive, 
heal and deliver? We must recognize, 
dear saint, that God is not pleased with 
us.  
 
Most of us are not obeying as we 
should. Be honest; are you being a   
witness as you should, giving           
sacrificially, pouring your life out for 
others? And then there are those other 
things. It is time to repent. 
  
A quick review of world history reveals 
God’s mercy and long-suffering toward 
the nations. However, eventually     
judgment comes to those who refuse to 
repent: calamity, decline or destruction. 
This has occurred many times. In fact, 
more than twenty-five great civilizations 
have declined or have been completely 
destroyed during the course of human 
history. Do you not think that this could 
happen to us? 
  
You must fear God, beloved, and obey 

Him. Our nation must fear God. What 
judgment is stored up for a people who 
have murdered over forty million    
babies for the sake of convenience, 
celebrates homosexuality in her streets 
and exports our pornography to the 
world?  May God hear our cries,      
forgive our sins and heal our land. 
  
“Who shall not fear You, O Lord, and 
glorify Your name? For You alone are 
holy. For all nations shall come and 
worship before You, for Your judgments 
have been manifested.” Rev.  15:4

When I began my adult walk with 
Jesus I also began to regularly   
journal with God, about God and 
my progress in my relationship 
with Him.  It has been really cool 
to step outside this world of daily 
busyness and, through writing,  
receive words of direction,        
correction and comfort from my 
heavenly world. 
 
Sometimes it is note taking at 
functions which helps me recall 
important teachings and events.

We can all use our         
disappointments, trials and our  
mistakes to thwart the enemy of our 
soul because he absolutely hates 
seeing us get up and start over 
again. 
 
As I read through my December 
2006 decrees I found that the words

weapons” permeated the document.  
And God is surely faithful having 
honored these words, both          
personally and corporately.  For 
instance, Mary was healed of many 
years of arthritis, I was healed of 
cancer and that which the locusts 
have been eating in my business life 
are being restored many times over! 
 
I am blessed to have access,       
anytime I need it, to my heavenly 
world where my true citizenship 
resides and where I receive regular 
revelation from the Lord!

But now, the evil one has attempted to 
reverse all of this. I’m sure you have 
heard of the recent political and tribal 
unrest.

Although things have been looking   
better as of late, there is still cause for 
earnest prayer and financial support.

This word was a word of warning of 
impending disaster. A word of the   
judgment of God coming to earth 
through natural catastrophes and       
supernaturally directed judgments. It 
came at first through a prophesy by Rick 
Joyner and was confirmed a number of 
times since. 
 
So how do you put these two words 
together I pondered before the Lord? 
Well,  I believe the answer was very 
simple. You see, there is a duality with 
God which comes more from our lim-
ited understanding of Him, than from 
His divine nature. For example, in one 
passage of scripture Jesus is praying 
fervently for unity, and in another He 
says He comes to bring separation. He’s 
referred to as the Prince of Peace, and 
yet He states, “I come not to bring 
peace, but a sword.” Now we know the 
word of God is true, so how can we  
reconcile the loving God, full of mercy 
and forgiveness that the Word speaks of, 
with the God of wrath, justice, and 
vengeance which it also speaks of? 
 
I think the answer lies in the 
“dimensional plane” of your relationship 
with Him. For example, think about and 
describe an apple. You might say it’s a 
firm fruit, about 8cm in diameter, round 
to oblong in shape, red or green, etc. 
Now suppose you are a worm inside the 
apple. As you can imagine it looks much 
different. If the worm could speak he 
might say, its huge, and white, and 
pulpy and sweet. Now you decide which 
truth about the apple is correct. The  
answer is obvious, they both are. There-
fore truth has a dimensional element to 
it. 
 
Now how does this relate to our theme? 
Well, whether or not 2008 is great or 
terrible depends upon your rootedness in 
Jesus. Even if judgment comes to  
America, for those who cling to Jesus, 
His judgments are sweeter than honey. 
To those who have just a casual        
relationship, or  no relationship with 
Him, you are in for a terrible year. It is 
time for the church to repent and return

I’ve been spending some time recently 
pondering what God has in store for 
His people in 2008, particularly as it 
relates to the American Church.

It is not so 
much a flowing of the prophetic    
fountain, as it is the pulling of the   
proverbial tooth. You know it has to 
come out, but there's the fear of the 
dentist’s chair and the painful process 
before the relief, that keeps you    
avoiding it. 
 
Nonetheless God has been speaking. 
Gently speaking to me a harsh word 
delivered gently. It started very       
optimistically with a little slogan which 
kept reverberating through my brain 
“Things will be great in 2008.” Well 
that’s a good word! A bright glint of 
optimistic sunshine, on a very cold grey 
December day.  
 
I comforted many in the clinic with this 
word as I prayed for them. Bringing 
hope to the hopeless was and remains 
the hallmark of my ministry. 
 
But God is always calling me to go 
deeper and further back. He is always 
so much more than I imagined and 
can’t be captured by some pithy slogan. 
In my seeking Him, I began to hear a 
word in addition to the previous one.

Capital Region Prayer and Healing Center 7th Anniversary 

It is hard to believe that 7 years have 
passed so quickly since co-founders Dr 
Bob Paeglow and Peter Whitehouse first 
established the Capital Region Prayer and 
Healing Center. On January 27 we will be 
celebrating our 7th anniversary! God has 
been faithful to us and we give Him praise 
and thanks! We also want to thank you for 
your love, encouragement and faithful 
support for all of these years.   
 
The Capital Region Prayer and Healing 
Center, operating under the spiritual um-
brella of Resurrection Ministries, is home 
to 12 faithful men and women who live 
and work in the heart of the inner city of 
Albany, NY. This resident staff has     
surrendered all to serve our Lord. Many 
more faithful servants come day after day 
to volunteer. This is truly a loving     
Christian Community. 
 
It is awesome to consider all that the Lord 
has been doing here over these past years: 
As you know we have Compassion in Ac-
tion / Koinonia Health Care on the 3rd floor 
of PHC. Dr. Bob Paeglow, along with his 
staff receives over 5000 patient visits per 
year. His wonderful work among the poor 
has been nationally recognized by other 
physicians and Dr Bob has been featured 
in People Magazine and USA Today and 

has appeared on Good Morning America 
and the CBS Evening News. In addition, 
Christian psychiatrists and counselors have 
their practice at PHC and many come to 
receive healing and deliverance in our 
Healing Rooms…  Glory to God! 
 
Since nothing happens without prayer, we 
have 3 prayer meetings per day, do 2 
prayer walks through our neighborhood 
each week and worshippers come at differ-
ent hours of the day and night to worship 
our God.  We continue to seek God for a 
glorious Revival and the Transformation of 
our region. 
 
The Lord has also birthed a school at PHC 
- The School of Destiny. We offer       
ministerial /leadership training and a    
diploma course in Biblical Counseling.  In 
this past year we have planted 2 churches 
with  several more pastors being trained to 
start churches in their homes or in the 
workplace. 
 
Bride’s Song, our Christian recording  
ministry, has produced several worship 
and teaching CDs and our radio program 
“A Cry for Revival” is heard daily in our 
region and in the Lancaster, PA area.  The 
School of Destiny has just launched a new 
radio show as well. We have also         

purchased 4 homes in Albany (3 in West 
Hill) for rental income…  and we plan to 
reopen our coffee house called Kingdom 
Café. 
 
We have taken many teams of disciples to 
the nations. Preachers and medical       
students have been stretched and have 
grown. We are assisting to establish an 
economic development plan for western 
Kenya… teaching Christians to operate 
businesses. An apostolic network has also 
been established with over 200 members in 
10 nations! 
 
Time and space does not allow me to tell 
you more. It is sufficient to say that the 
Lord has been keeping us very busy… and 
there is so much more to do.  (We hope to 
establish a Christian school and open a 
community center in our neighborhood 
that includes job training and senior    
housing.)  
 
Through difficulties and wounding … 
successes and failures, our God has been 
faithful. All praise and glory to Jesus for 
the first seven years of fruit bearing. Please 
continue to pray for us and support this 
very special work. 
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
